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Programming Assignment #2
Read Pages 8-13 in the C Programming Book.  They give an example of a program that prints out a temperature conversion chart.
1.  Notice their use of comments in the program on Page 9.  What symbols are used to start and end a comment?
2.  In the same program they use variables, “fahr”, “Celsius”, “lower”, “upper”, and “step”.  However before you use a variable, you must do what first?

3.  What does the “int” before the variables mean?

4.  What are FIVE other data types that can be used for variables?

5.  This program also introduces the “while” command.  What is the condition they check for in the “while” loop?

6.  Statements in the “while” loop should have what symbols before and after the statements?
7.  In the body of the “while” loop, they perform a calculation, “Celsius = 5 * (fahr-32) / 9;”.  Why not write it “Celsius = 5/9 * (fahr-32) ?

8.  In the “printf” statement they include arguments “%d” within the string of characters they wish to print.  What does the “%d” specify?

9.  On page 12, they rewrite the program, changing the variable declaration, for “fahr” and “celsius”, from “int” to “float”.  What effect does this have on the calculation?

10.  They also make a change the “printf” statement.  How is it different and why would they need to make that change?
11.  Mr. Green is 37 years young.  Write a program that states your age every 5 years, from age 15 through 50, with Mr. Green’s corresponding age next to it.  Your program should declare some variables, include comments, use a while loop, and include a printf statement, just like in the sample program.
